SUBJECT:  Policy Statement #4 - Equal Opportunity (EO)/Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) Policy

1.  This memorandum establishes my EO/EEO Policy for the U.S. Army Ordnance Center and Schools.  It is applicable 

to all members in the chain of command and NCO support channels assigned or attached to the 61st Ordnance 

Brigade, 59th Ordnance Brigade, and the Ordnance team members at CASCOM.

2.  The following policy applies:

     a.  As Commander of the U.S. Army Ordnance Center and Schools, I am committed to supporting the Army’s 

EO and EEO programs.  Every unit and activity within this command must promote a positive work environment for all that is free of discrimination.  I want to guarantee a command climate that treats people on the basis of merit, fitness, and 

capability without regard to race, color, religion, national origin, gender, age, or mental/physical handicap.

     b.  Discrimination adversely affects morale and discipline, interferes with mission accomplishment, and 

negatively affects readiness.  I will not tolerate acts of discrimination, and want to ensure we have a climate that encourages every member of this command to freely identify and report discrimination of any form without the 

threat of intimidation or reprisal.  

     c.  An effective organization requires effective leaders and an informed workforce.  Soldiers and civilian employees must know their individual rights and make suggestions or recommendations for corrective actions.  Leaders must be committed to personal involvement, must participate in the EO/EEO programs, and must promptly take corrective action when unfair practices are identified.     


3.   I expect nothing less than full command support of this policy with every member of this command held accountable if they violate this policy.  I encourage everyone to use the complaint-resolution process to report violations.
